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WORLDVIEW FOUNDATIONS OF THE COEVOLUTIONARY APPROACH  
TO REGULATION OF SOCIAL-NATURAL INTERACTION SAFETY 

The article is devoted to the substantiation of the need to form an updated worldview and a 

corresponding co-evolutionary approach to regulating the safety of socio-natural interaction, taking into 

account the conditions of the aggravation of the civilizational and anthropological crises, which are the 

main factors in the degradation and destruction of the biosphere in connection with the destructive role 

of the consumer-oriented strategy of development of society for itself. The novelty of the worldview and 

the co-evolutionary approach, in their focus, are determined by the required activity of forming harmonizing 

relationships in the processes of development of nature, man, society and technology. Historically, 

spontaneously created by the labor of many people of different generations, but generally not planned or 

controlled by anyone, and transformed into a source of dangerous risks and crises, the derivative system 

needs global “repair” and its transformation into a basic structure, endowed by human civilization with 

the selective function of coordinating the interdependent existence of the biosphere and humanity in a 

range of mutual changes sufficient for their self-development.The global system: nature (biosphere) – 

man – society – technology is considered in the work as a kind of matrix of reproduction of unity, which, 

on the basis of regulated co-evolution of the processes of progress, regression and relatively neutral states, 

at various organizational levels of its fractal existence, can be transformed into the most important value 

structure of interdependent stimulation of the ability of self-development of the biosphere, man, society 
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and the corresponding implementation of projects for improving technology. This global and, at the same 

time, very specific - down-to-earth task determines the spatial parameters, content and need for generating 

adequate human qualities.
